Thanks 
for preaching it!”  Those words met the pastor where he lived – at the intersection of discouragement and pain – and encouraged him 
to keep on in the ministry.  The note took less than 5 minutes to write. Can you think of someone who needs encouragement or a 
reminder that you are praying for him or her? “walk in love” to the mailbox today.
